Meet the Street is a project, in which young ñjournalistsò 

ask the opinion of their peers on subjects of importance 

for them. These interviews are recorded with a mobile 

telephone, then edited and uploaded on line.

The project seeks to attain the following objectives:

ƀTo foster non organized youngstersô participation and 
initiative by giving them the opportunity to express their 

views on some issues by peer to peer interviews;

ƀ To reach a large variety of young less easily 

reachable Europeans with different backgrounds;

ƀ To meet policy makers in order to debate and 

address some of the issues European youngsters are 

interested in.

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PHASES OF THE PROJECT

The second phase, with support of the çYouth in 

Actionè Programme (Action 5.1), will run from 

March 2009 till the end of September 2009.

During this phase, an event will be organized in 

Rotterdam on 16thï19th of April 2009. Forty 

youngsters are expected to participate in the 

event: They will receive extra trainings, and 

ERYICA will consequently discuss with them how 

to solve the problems they will have encountered.

THE RATIONALE

The EU wants to find out what do young people 

consider to be their main challenges in the future.  

Therefore, the European Commission commits 

itself to debating the theme with young people and 

their respective organisations: It is essential to get 

inputs from youth before policies, relevant for 

young peoples' lives, are formulated. 

Discussions during the first phase of the 

Meet the Street in Luxembourg

It is, furthermore, crucial to create spaces for 

substantial debates between the EU politicians 

and young citizens. 

The Structured Dialogue provides the framework 

for these debates.

PROJECTôS FRAMEWORK 

The EU will adopt a new framework cooperation in 

the field of youth between Member States in 2009. 

This thematic cycle of the Structured Dialogue 

gives young people a concrete opportunity to 

actively participate in the shaping of European 

youth policies for the next decade.

ERYICA, relying on its network, that consists of 

highly qualified youth workers, is contributing to 

the success of such a process by actively 

involving a wide number of young people, not 

reachable by traditional means of communication.

Therefore, within the framework of the Meet the 

Street project, ERYICA is running a European 

consultation, in which 120 youngsters, aged 

between 15 and 25, interview non organized 

youngsters on different subjects of importance for 

them.

PHASES OF THE PROJECT

Meet the Street has two phases: 

The first phase runs from October 2008 till the 

end of February 2009. 

During this phase, ERYICA, in cooperation with 

the Service National de la Jeunesse (SNJ), and 

with support of the çYouth in Actionè Programme

(Action 5.1) organised the first event of the project 

Meet the Street.  

This event took place in Luxembourg on 4thï7th

December 2008, where 39 youngsters from 

ERYICA partner associations have come to be 

trained (2 youngster sper partner association).

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PARTICIPANTS & TRAINING

These trainings have provided the youngsters with 

all the tools they would need in order to conduct 

peer to peer interviews. 

Each centre committed itself to upload 35 interviews 

during the first phase of ñMeet the Streetò (until mid -

March 2009). 

The other 35 interviews will be uploaded during the 

second phase of the project (by the end of June 

2009).

Each centre has been asked to find 6 youngsters, 

who will conduct interviews. From these 6 

youngsters, 2 have participated in the event in 

Luxembourg. 

They have to train 4 other youngsters from their 

centre, who have not participated in the training, and 

ñtransmitò the skills they have acquired during it. 

NEXT STEPS

The next Meet the Street event will take place in 

Rotterdam on 16th  ï19th of April, including the 17th

of April, the European Youth Information Day, 

celebrated by the ERYICA network. 

The event in Rotterdam will gather 40 youngsters 

from the youth information centres that are part of 

the project. This event will allow them to share their 

interviewing experiences, to exchange ideas on the 

project and to see which problems they have faced, 

yet how they have solved them.  ERYICA will 

organize some additional training in order to ease 

the process of peer to peer interviewing.

A draft paper with provisional results will be sent to 

the European Commission by mid-February 2009. 

The results of the interviews will be elaborated 

during spring 2009.

A follow-up of the project has been designed: ñMeet 

the Roadsò.  It is yet another European 

consultation, possibly running from August 17th to 

December 2009. ERYICA is currently awaiting a 

response from the European Commission regarding 

its funding.

During the event, the youngsters have:

ƀReceived general trainings about 

communication and interviewing techniques;

ƀReceived technical trainings on how to upload 

the videos, to add subtitles, etc.;

ƀ Have prioritized the most important subjects 

from their point of view, which led to the 

formulation of 20 questions.
